AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE OF BALD HEAD ISLAND, NORTH

CAROLINA AMENDING ITS BUILDINGS AND BUILDING

REGULATION ORDINANCE, CHAPTER 6, CODE OF ORDINANCES.

WHEREAS, the Village Council of the Village of Bald Head Island, North Carolina has
determined it to be in the best interest of the Village, due to Bald Head Island’s remote nature
and limited access to fire protection services, to amend its Building Code and Fire District
Regulations for the installation of monitored smoke detection systems in structures on Bald Head
Island, as set forth in Section 6-163 of the Buildings and Building Regulation Ordinance, for the
health and safety of Bald Head Island and all its inhabitants and guests; and

WHEREAS, the Village Council wishes to adopt these amendments to the Buildings and
Building Regulation Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, the Village Council understands such amendments to the Buildings and
Building Regulation Ordinance are considered local modifications to the North Carolina
Building and Fire Code; and

WHEREAS, the Village Council understands that the amended Ordinance will not go
into effect until such time as the North Carolina Building Code Council reviews and approves
the local modification to the Building and Fire Code.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE VILLAGE OF BALD HEAD
ISLAND, NORTH CAROLINA:

Section 6-163(1) shall be amended to read:

1. Monitored Smoke Detection Systems on New Structures. All newly constructed

commercial buildings or structures containing in excess of five hundred (500) square feet and all
new residential buildings or structures shall be equipped with monitored smoke detection
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
